Considering the problems of juvenile delinquency in Ukraine, it should be noted that it is part of general crime in society and develops under the influence of the same factors as crime in general. But there are certain properties that affect its criminological indicators: state, dynamics and level of crime.
Therefore, the creation of a reliable and effective system for the prevention of crimes among minors will enable to solve many social problems and ensure reduction of crime in the future and the strengthening of law and order in general in the state.When studying the crime of persons aged 14 to 18, it is important to investigate the specifics of the impact on this contingent of general social causes and conditions that predetermine juvenile delinquency.
On this basis, in our opinion, it is possible to develop preventive measures at the general social level.
In the criminological literature to the general social reasons and conditions of crime are contradictions in the socio-economic, psychological and other spheres of life of the state.
Minor crime is a sensitive indicator that responds to all positive and negative changes in the state and in society. According to studies, minors react more positively to positive changes, more "thankfully", and this reduces the number of offenders and crimes.
The crime of minors always attracts the attention of society. It is quite natural, since the younger generation is a natural reserve of social development. Violation of the criminal law by young people is the basis for the forecast of the development of recurrent crime.
During the further development of the crime prevention system among minors, previous positive experience and, at the same time, new social requirements should be taken into account.
I think it would be useful to restore the work of public educators who would have preventive effect on each particular teenager, widely involve in participating in the prevention of crimes among juvenile communities through the creation of voluntary community formations at the place of residence, study and work of adolescents, as well as local self-government bodies, labor collectives of enterprises, institutions, organizations, etc.
Individual prophylaxis is a complex activity, since it is always associated with a particular person, her individual individuality, with the specifics of her life experience. Therefore, when assessing its effectiveness, it must be taken into account that, firstly, the effectiveness of crime prevention is achieved through the use of not one single measure, but their whole complex; secondly, the result of preventive work, under the same forms and methods, significantly changes depending on the degree of criminogenicity of each of the three main determinants of criminal behavior - the person, the microenvironment and the specific situation; Thirdly, the intensity of preventive measures is in direct proportion to the degree of manifestation of these criminogenic factors.
In our opinion, a more negative than positive assessment deserves a total ban on the use of almost all types of punishment, with the exception of imprisonment, for minors. After all, provided that the current Criminal Code does not contain norms that would resolve the situation of such persons, minors on equal terms (subjective and objective circumstances of the case), as a rule, should be sentenced to a more severe punishment compared to adolescents.
We believe that this situation does not correspond to the fundamental principles of criminal law - justice and equality. Of course, it is necessary to resolve this problem radically by amending the Criminal Code, first of all, by adopting such general norms, which would provide for the replacement of those types of punishments, which are not applicable to minors, punishments of other types from a certain calculation.
Prospects for further exploration in this direction should be considered to be the development of proposals for projects of these criminal-law norms, which should take their place in the institution of sentencing.
Consequently, the creation of a reliable and effective system for preventing crimes among minors will make it possible to solve many social problems and, above all, will ensure a reduction of crime in the future and the strengthening of the rule of law in general in the state.
